1. A godly mother has a profound
iInfluence on her family.

 Philippians 2:20, “There Is no one like
Timothy...”

e Acts 16:2, states that, “The brothers of
Lystra and Iconium spoke well of him...”
(Timothy)



A Profound Influence (cont’d)

* The reality of their sincere faith

 The word translated SINCERE, comes
from the Greek word, from which we get
our English word, HYPOCRITE.

It means to be without pretense or
decel.



A Profound Influence (cont’d)

e Paul employed this word in 1 Tim 1:5,
were he said, “The goal of our
Instruction is love from a pure heart and
a good conscience and a SINCERE
faith...”

 And again in 2 Cor 6:6, Paul used this
word to describe his sincere love, he
calls it “GENUINE Love.”



A Profound Influence (cont’d)

e James also uses this word, as he
describes the final qualification of the
‘Wisdom from above ...", James 3:17:

“Wisdom from above, Is first pure, then
peaceable, gentle, reasonable, full of
mercy and good fruits, unwavering,
WITHOUT HYPOCRISY...”

e 2 Timothy 1:5, “I have been reminded of
your sincere faith , which first lived In
your grandmother Lois and in your
mother Eunice, and, | am persuaded,
now lives in you also ...”



2. A godly mother has a practical
iInfluence on her family.
e \WWhat then are the PRACTICAL

RESPONSIBILITIES of a Godly
Mother?

 They sense their responsibility in
communicating the truth verbally.



A Practical Influence (cont’'d)

 Paul states in 2 Timothy 3:15, “From
childhood (Timothy had) .....known the
sacred writings which are able to give
(him) the wisdom that leads to Salvation
through faith which is in Christ Jesus...”

 Deut 4:9, reminds us of our
responsibility to TEACH our children the
truths of Scripture.



A Practical Influence (cont’'d)

* Proverbs 6:20, “My Son keep your
Father's commands and do not forsake
your Mother's teaching.”

 Proverbs 22:6, “Train a child in the way
he should go, and when he is old he will
not turn from it.”



A Practical Influence (cont’'d)

 They sense their responsibility in
demonstrating the truth practically.

e Lois and Eunice, not only
COMMUNICATED the TRUTH, but they
DEMONSTRATED the TRUTH, In

practical and convincing manner.




A Practical Influence (cont’'d)

 They demonstrated the truth in a difficult
environment.

e Acts 16:1 reminds us of the difficulty of
their home situation: Timothy’s mother
(Eunice) was a Jewess and a believer,
but his father was a Greek.



A Practical Influence (cont’'d)

* The second difficulty they faced was,
that the Greek translation of Acts 16:1,
suggests that Timothy's Greek father
was dead.

 They demonstrated the truth in a
domestic environment.



1 Peter 3:1-4

¢ “Wives, In the same way be submissive to
your husbands so that, if any of them do not
believe the word, they may be won over
without words by the behavior of their wives,
when they see the purity and reverence of
your lives.

e Your beauty should not come from outward
adornment, such as braided hair and the
wearing of gold jewelry and fine clothes.
Instead, it should be that of your inner self,
the unfading beauty of a gentle and quiet
spirit, which is of great worth in God's sight.”



3. A godly mother has a prayerful
Influence on her family.

 The prayers of Lois and Eunice had a
powerful effect in the life of Timothy.
