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I. She Had a Godly Heritage 
(v.1) 

• V.1, “Now a man of the house of Levi 
married a Levite woman…” 
 

• To give your children a godly heritage   
means you are visibly living out your 
relationship with Christ in a way that 
your children and the whole world can 
see.

A Godly Heritage (cont’d) 

• Giving your children a godly heritage 
has nothing to do with your past.   

 
• 2 Cor. 5:17 (NIV) says, “Therefore, if 

anyone is in Christ, he is a new 
creation; the old has gone, the new has 
come!”

• 1. Laugh Easily 
 

• Numbers 6:25 (NLT) says, “May the 
LORD smile on you and be gracious to 
you.”

• 3. Give grace and mercy freely. 
 

• 4. Gather a circle of support.

• 5. Give your children and family a hope-
filled vision of the future.  
 

• 6. Model before your family the spiritual 
disciplines of prayer and Bible study.  
 

• 7. Let the love of Jesus shine through in 
all that you do. 

  



II. She Displayed a Great 
Faith (vv.2-8) 

• 2 …”and she became pregnant and 
gave birth to a son. When she saw that 
he was a fine child, she hid him for 
three months.” 

 



She Displayed a Great Faith 
(cont’d) 

• Hebrews 11:23 (NIV) says of Jochebed 
and Amram, “By faith Moses' parents 
hid him for three months after he was 
born, because they saw he was no 
ordinary child, and they were not afraid 
of the king's edict.” 
 



She Displayed a Great Faith 
(cont’d) 

• As we see often in Scripture, God 
shows His strength by meeting His 
people precisely in the depths of their 
despair and working those very 
circumstances for ultimate good.   

 



She Displayed a Great Faith 
(cont’d) 

• The mark of a Christian’s life is not in 
what happens to us.   

  
• The mark of a Christian’s life is how we 

respond to what happens to us.  



Exodus 2:3-8 (NIV) 

• “But when she could hide him no longer, 
she got a papyrus basket for him and 
coated it with tar and pitch. Then she 
placed the child in it and put it among 
the reeds along the bank of the Nile. 4 
His sister stood at a distance to see 
what would happen to him.  

•   



Exodus 2:5-6 (NIV) 

•  5 Then Pharaoh's daughter went down 
to the Nile to bathe, and her attendants 
were walking along the river bank. She 
saw the basket among the reeds and 
sent her slave girl to get it. 6 She 
opened it and saw the baby. He was 
crying, and she felt sorry for him. ‘This 
is one of the Hebrew babies,’ she said.  
 



Exodus 2:7-8 (NIV) 

•  7 Then his sister asked Pharaoh's 
daughter, ‘Shall I go and get one of the 
Hebrew women to nurse the baby for 
you?’  

•  8 ‘Yes, go,’ she answered. And the girl 
went and got the baby's mother.” 
 



She Displayed a Great Faith 
(cont’d) 

• Jochebed acted in faith and God 
honored that.  
 

• Exercising faith always involves risk.  



She Displayed a Great Faith 
(cont’d) 

• God does not always “do battle” with 
our circumstances and defeat them-
though He could easily do so. 

 
• Sometimes, God converts those same 

debilitating circumstances into some 
benefit for His saints.   
 



She Displayed a Great Faith 
(cont’d) 

• Romans 8:35, 37 (NIV), “Who shall 
separate us from the love of Christ? 
Shall trouble or hardship or persecution 
or famine or nakedness or danger or 
sword? … No, in all these things we are 
more than conquerors through him who 
loved us.” 
 



III. She Provided a Firm 
Foundation (vv.9-10) 

• Pharaoh's daughter said to her, "Take 
this baby and nurse him for me, and I 
will pay you." So the woman took the 
baby and nursed him.  



She Gave a Firm Foundation 
(cont’d) 

• 10 When the child grew older, she took 
him to Pharaoh's daughter and he 
became her son. She named him 
Moses, saying, "I drew him out of the 
water." 



She Gave a Firm Foundation 
(cont’d) 

• She gave of herself. 
 

• She gave of her son.
