• The Bible has a lot to say about it.

1. Speak with Integrity

• Proverbs 17:7 says, “Respected 
people do not tell lies.”

• All leadership is built on one thing.  
It’s built on trust. 

• Proverbs 25:14 “People who promise 
things that they never give are like 
clouds in a wind with no rain.”



Speak with Integrity (cont’d)

• Psalm 101:2 “I will try to walk a 
blameless path but how I need Your 
help especially in my own home 
where I long to act as I should.”

• Write, “how I need your help” in your 
notes.



Speak with Integrity (cont’d)

• It’s most difficult to have integrity in 
your own home.  Why?  Because 
they know you.  

• My definition of success is having 
those who know me best respect me 
most.



2. Serve with Intensity

• Proverbs 14:22 “You will earn the 
trust and respect of others if you 
work for good.”

• The fact is most people only work for 
their own good.



Serve with Intensity (cont’d)

• Colossians 3:23 “Whatever you do 
work at it with all your heart. As 
working for the Lord and not for 
men.”

• Write “with all your heart” in your 
notes.



Serve with Intensity (cont’d)

• Mother Teresa said, “It’s not what we 
do that matters but how much love 
we put into it that makes a 
difference.”  

• The Bible says two things are going 
to last for eternity.



Serve with Intensity (cont’d)

• Truth is going to last forever. 
• People -People are made to last 

forever.

• Can you point to anything in your life 
that you do on a weekly basis that 
doesn’t benefit you personally or your 
family?



3. Give with Generosity

• The Bible makes it very clear that we 
make a living by what we get in life 
but we make a legacy by what we 
give .

• You will never leave a legacy unless 
you learn to become a generous 
giver of your time, money, effort, 
energy, and talents.

Give Generously (cont’d)

• 2 Corinthians 9:9 “Godly people give 
generously.  Their good deeds will 
never be forgotten.”

• Psalm 112:9, “He who gives 
generously to the needy and shows 
kindness will be powerful and 
respected.”



Why Should I Be Generous?

• 1.  God wants you to be generous 
because He wants you to become 
like Him.

• 2.  You’re never going to be 
remembered for what you spend on 
yourself.



Why I Should Be Generous

• 3.  You’re not going to take it with you.

• 4.  You learn the joy of giving by 
learning to be generous now.

• Proverbs 3:27 “Whenever you are able 
do good to people who need help.  Don’t 
say, ‘Come back later.  I’ll give it to you 
tomorrow.’”



4. Succeed with Humility 

• Proverbs 29:23 “Arrogance will bring 
your downfall but if you are humble 
you will be respected.”

• Proverbs 27:21, “Praise is the test of 
character.”



Succeed with Humility (cont’d)

• God uses praise to test your 
character.

• The other thing God uses is mistakes.  

• Proverbs 13:18, “Someone who will 
not learn will be poor and disgraced.  
Anyone who listens to correction is 
respected.”



Succeed with Humility (cont’d)

• How does praise affect you?  How 
teachable are you?

• Can anybody point out a flaw and you 
not get defensive?  

• Can you learn, can you accept 
correction?  

• The secret of being a leader is to always 
be a learner, to always be growing, 
always learning.



Succeed with Humility (cont’d)

• Proverbs 13:7, “A pretentious, showy 
life is an empty life; a plain and 
simple life is a full life.”

• Proverbs 15:33, “Humility and 
reverence for the Lord will make you 
both wise and honored.”
