Hebrews 10:19-20 (NIV) 

• Therefore, brothers, since we 
have confidence to enter the 
Most Holy Place by the blood of 
Jesus, 20by a new and living way 
opened for us through the 
curtain, that is, his body…  



Hebrews 10:21-22 (NIV) 

• 21and since we have a great priest 
over the house of God, 22let us draw 
near to God with a sincere heart in 
full assurance of faith, having our 
hearts sprinkled to cleanse us from a 
guilty conscience and having our 
bodies washed with pure water. 



1. Intimacy with God 

• It involves: 
 

• Carrying Your Altar 
 
• Psalm 22:3 (NIV), “Yet you are enthroned 

as the Holy One; you are the praise of 
Israel.”  

 



Intimacy with God (cont’d) 

• Drawing Near 
 

• Hebrews 10:19-22 is our invitation to 
enter His presence in worship. 
 

• What will I find when I get there? 



Hebrews 4:14-15 (NIV) 

• “Therefore, since we have a great high 
priest who has gone through the 
heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us 
hold firmly to the faith we profess. 15For 
we do not have a high priest who is 
unable to sympathize with our 
weaknesses, but we have one who has 
been tempted in every way, just as we 
are—yet was without sin.”  



Hebrews 4:16 (NIV)  

• “Let us then approach the throne of 
grace with confidence, so that we 
may receive mercy and find grace to 
help us in our time of need.” 



1 John 1:7 (NIV) 

• “But if we walk in the light, as he is in 
the light, we have fellowship with one 
another, and the blood of Jesus, his 
Son, purifies us from all sin.” 



2. A Restored Faith 

• A Realization of the Wicked 
 

• Psalm 73:1-2 (NIV): “Surely God is 
good to Israel, to those who are pure in 
heart.  2 But as for me, my feet had 
almost slipped; I had nearly lost my 
foothold.” 
 



A Restored Faith (cont’d) 

• Psalm 73:13-14 (NIV), “Surely in 
vain have I kept my heart pure; in 
vain have I washed my hands in 
innocence. 14 All day long I have 
been plagued; I have been 
punished every morning.” 
 



A Restored Faith (cont’d) 

• Psalm 73:16-17 (NIV), “When I 
tried to understand all this, it 
was oppressive to me 17 till I 
entered the sanctuary of God; 
then I understood their final 
destiny.” 
 



A Restored Faith (cont’d) 

• A New Perspective 
 

• Worship changes your perspective. 
 

• Daniel 3 (the fiery furnace) 



A Restored Faith (cont’d) 

• A Divine Provision 
 

• Genesis 22:2, “Take your only son, 
Isaac, and offer him to Me as a 
burnt offering.” 



A Restored Faith (cont’d) 

• Genesis 22:11-13 , “Now I know 
that you fear God.  Then 
Abraham saw the ram caught in 
the thicket.” 



3. Defeated Enemies 

• 2 Chronicles 20:1-30 
 

• Romans 12:19, “Vengeance is 
Mine, I will repay.” 



Defeated Enemies (cont’d) 

• The Bible says that Jesus Christ 
“appeared for this purpose, that He 
might destroy the works of the devil”

4. Contentment in Life 

• Psalm 16:11 (NIV), “You have 
made known to me the path of 
life; you will fill me with joy in 
your presence, with eternal 
pleasures at your right hand.” 



5. Salvation of Others 

• Worship can bring people to Christ 
and bring wayward people back 
home. 



6. Transformed Lives 

• 2 Corinthians 3:18 (NIV), “And we, 
who with unveiled faces all reflect 
the Lord's glory, are being 
transformed into his likeness with 
ever-increasing glory, which comes 
from the Lord, who is the Spirit.”
